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1.	ARRIVAL/DISMISSAL

A.	Students are not allowed to enter the halls or classrooms unless prior arrangements have been made for making up work for a teacher.  School doors will open promptly at 7:00 AM. Students arriving by bus who choose to not eat breakfast in the cafeteria must report directly to the gym.  Students should not be left at school prior to 7:00 AM.; there will be no adult on campus available to supervise them.

B.  Students arriving at school after 7:30 AM. MUST BE ACCOMPANIED BY AN ADULT TO THE OFFICE to sign in.

C. Students planning to leave school before the end of the day must bring a note from home requesting early dismissal.  Also, the person who picks up the student must sign the student out in the office.  

D.	Check In / Check Out / Visitor on Campus:  KIS has improved its security system by installing Lobby Guard.  This requires any adult who checks a child in or out, or is a visitor on campus, to have a picture ID. In addition, the person must be listed on the student’s information form as having the right to pick up the student. Checkouts are not allowed after 1:30 PM. 

E.	Once a student arrives on this campus, regardless of mode of transportation, he/she is subject to all school rules and regulations.  For example, a walking student should not return home for any reason without permission from the Principal or Assistant Principal.

F.	If a student wishes to ride to and from school in any car or a different bus, he/she must have written permission from parents/guardians.

G.	All afternoon car riders are expected to be off campus no later than 2:20 PM.  The school day ends at 2:00 PM.  Parents, please plan to pick up your child prior to 2:20 PM. or arrange for your child to ride the bus.  


2.	STUDENT PREPAREDNESS

A.	Go to class prepared with books, pencils, paper, and keep up with all of your property.  Failure to bring proper materials to class or complete homework or class assignments may result in loss of privileges.

B.	Go to your locker only during scheduled locker breaks.  Book bags should be left in your locker and used only to transport books to school and home.  

C.	School regulations are to be followed at all school-related events regardless of the place, including field trips.  Remember that you represent Kannapolis Intermediate School wherever you are. You will be subject to disciplinary action for violations of regulations in these areas.  

D.	Students using the computer labs are to clean up the area before returning to their classrooms.  They are to work quietly so as not to bother others in the adjoining areas.  

E.	Students are to exhibit good conduct during assembly programs by not pushing, pinching, whistling, chewing gum, or talking when they are supposed to be listening.  Talking during announcements, assemblies, etc, is not acceptable.

F. You must never be out of class unless there is a good reason.  To leave class, you MUST sign out with your teacher and have a hall pass.  This includes trips to the office, restrooms, and nurse. 

3.	SICK STUDENTS

A.  There is no monitored sick bed at Kannapolis Intermediate School.  The nurse will call parents for students who are too sick to remain in class. 

B.  In order for students to receive medicine at school the procedures below must be followed.  The school 
     does not provide any medications.  

1. Daily medicines require the following before school staff can give the medicine;
a. Signed, dated doctor’s orders that give complete administration instructions.  (Medication Consent forms are available in the school office.)
b. The parent’s signature requesting medication administration.
c. A fresh supply of medicine delivered in its original packaging, labeled with child’s name.
d. Any change in medicine, dosage or administration time requires a new Medication Consent Form be given to the school.

2. As Needed medicines (used to treat chronic conditions like asthma, headaches, etc.) require the following:
a. A completed Medication Consent Form signed by both the parent and doctor if the medicine would need to be available at the school for the entire year (i.e. more than 10 days allowed with short-term medicines).
b. A fresh supply of medicine in the original package, labeled with the child’s name.
c. If the medication will need to be carried by the student, be sure to note that on the Medication Consent Form and get the doctor’s approval.  It is the parents’ responsibility to make sure that students carry these medications daily.
 
3. Short-Term medicines are needed infrequently and require the following:
a. They may be given with the written permission of the parent only.
b. Please send with complete information that gives student name, name of medicine, amount to be given, and time to be given.
c. Send a fresh supply of medicine, in its original package, labeled with your child’s name.
d. These medicines may be given for up to 10 calendar days without the signature of a physician.

THE SCHOOL WILL ASSUME NO RESPONSIBILITY FOR STUDENTS WHO SELF MEDICATE.  STUDENTS WHO ARE IN POSSESSION OF ANY TYPE OF UNAUTHORIZED MEDICATION MAY FACE DISCIPLINARY ACTION.

4.	ABSENTEES
A.	A student who is absent will bring a written excuse signed by his/her parents/guardians and turn in to the classroom teacher. Parents will be notified when the child reaches the following numbers of absences:
· 3 unexcused absences 
· 6 total absences or 6 unexcused absences 
· 10 total absences or 10 unexcused absences
· 15 total absences 
· 20 total absences (15 unexcused absences can prohibit a child from being promoted to the next grade.)  
The parents/guardians will also be notified of the Compulsory Attendance Law [G.S. 115C-379] and may be prosecuted if the absences cannot be justified under the established attendance policies of NC. 
The only lawful absences or tardies include:
1.  Illness or injury
2.  Death in immediate family
3.  Medical or dental appointment   (Parents may be required to provide  documentation confirming appointments.)
4.  Court or Administrative Proceedings  (official documentation required)
5.  Religious observance  
6.  Educational opportunity—(eg.: mission trip, Boy Scout/Girl Scout Activity) Pre-approval by the Principal is required (this does not include family vacations)
7.  Quarantine  - (documentation from health official required)
8.  Special emergencies—Approved by the Principal
Parents/guardians, please understand that an excused absence will remain an absence 
B.	If a student must leave school for a part of the day, an authorized adult must come to the office to sign the student out of school.  
C.	Students who are absent are responsible for making up any missed work within 3 days of their return to school in order to receive credit.   
D.	A student shall be recorded present for any day that he/she is present at a place other than the school with the approval of the Principal for the purpose of attending a school activity which has been officially authorized under the policies of the Board of Education or the Principal.  This may include field trips, music festivals, student conventions, and similar activities.  Students who go on these out-of-school trips MUST make up missed assignments. 
E.	Students who have not been temporarily excused from attendance by the Principal or Superintendent in accordance with G.S. 115C-378 of the Compulsory Attendance Law and the State Board of Education’s Handbook on School Attendance (Policy Manual 10.2100) shall be considered an unlawful absence. 
F.	According to Kannapolis City Schools’ policy, students in elementary school (K-8) who have unexcused absences are at risk of being retained in their present grade level.  (Absences include those excused, unexcused, or due to out-of-school suspension.) 
G.	Students who are absent 15 days due to chronic illness, communicable disease, injury, or other medical reason (substantiated by a doctor’s note) will not lose credit.  However, the student must maintain an acceptable academic average for passing.
H.  Communication between home and school is vital for emergency situations as well as for pertinent and timely information.  Please inform the main office as well as the homeroom teachers of any address or phone number changes. 

5.	CHEATING
Each person is responsible for his/her honesty and integrity. A person must not receive nor give help on a test, nor should he/she condone others observed receiving or giving help.  Cheating results in a student receiving a zero on the test with no make-up opportunity.

8. 	OVERDUE FINES
Fines owed to the cafeteria or media center need to be paid prior to final report cards being issued.  Report cards will be held for those overdue fines.
  
9.	TELEPHONES
You are to send and receive telephone messages at school only in case of emergency.  Get your plans made with family and friends before you come to school.  If your parents are picking you up, ask them to let you know before you leave home in the morning.  As a rule, students will not be called to the office to take a phone call. If a call must be made, notify your teacher.  At the discretion of the principal, emergency calls may be made. 
Students are not allowed to make long distance calls. Emergency calls for injured students will be made at the school’s expense by office personnel.

PARENT PHONE CALLS
Parents may make appointments for conferences with teachers, the counselor, the assistant principal or the principal by telephoning the school office 704-932-4161.  Teachers will return calls during their planning periods.  Parents are encouraged to make arrangements with their children for afternoon activities BEFORE COMING TO SCHOOL.  This practice will help free our phone lines for regular business and emergencies.  Parents are asked to call their children at school only in cases of an emergency.  Students will not receive phone calls, deliveries, and or messages at school.  

10.	SELLING ITEMS AT SCHOOL
All sales not connected in any way with Kannapolis Intermediate School are prohibited.  Items illegally placed on sale will be confiscated.
No student deliveries will be accepted at KIS.  This includes Valentine, birthday, and other occasional gifts.
11.	LOCKERS AND LOCKS
Each student will be assigned a locker, which is the property of Kannapolis Intermediate School.  Students must provide a combination lock and give the combination to his/her homeroom teacher and the school’s administration.  Students may only visit lockers when approved and designated by teachers and administration.  Students are never to swap lockers, assume ownership of a locker that has been vacated, or use their locker without a lock.  
12.	BOOKBAGS
Book bags, backpacks, suitcases, and etc. are not permitted in the classrooms.  Students will be allowed to carry them home to school and school to home.  Book bags will be kept in the student’s locker during the school day.  
13.	LOST AND FOUND
Please remember to write student names inside jackets, winter hats, gloves, book bags, books, etc.  Students who find lost articles are asked to take them to the office.  The lost articles will then be placed in the front office.  Lost articles, which are not claimed within a reasonable time, will be given to charitable organizations.
14.	VISITORS
Parents are always welcome, but are asked to make an appointment to see a teacher, the principal, or to visit their child’s classes.  All classroom visits must be registered in the school office 24 hours prior to the visit, and visitors shall visibly wear a KIS VISITOR’S PASS while on campus.
15.	FACILITY CARE/USE
A.	Take care of furniture, equipment, materials, rest rooms, and lockers. We have a beautiful school, and we should take care of it.  Writing or marking on walls or bathroom stalls is considered vandalism.
B.	Check your desk and locker before leaving school in the afternoon to make sure that you have your books and personal items.
C.	Keep your locker clean.  It will be checked periodically by your teacher and the administration.  A lock must remain on all assigned lockers.
D.	Students are not to jump up in order to hit the ceiling tiles, exit signs or door jambs with hands or other objects.
E.	Students are not to put up posters or signs unless they have permission from the Principal.
F.   Make every effort to reduce waste and energy use in the building.

If a student abuses school property, the following will be done:
1.	Clean, if possible, with notification of parent/guardian.
2. Referral to the office
3. Possible report to SRO Wyatt.
4. Make restitution, if applicable.

16.	SOFT DRINKS / SNACKS
Students are not to bring soft drinks in a can or glass/plastic bottle to school—not even with a bag lunch or for breakfast.  These items will be confiscated and discarded. 
Students are not to have any food, including snacks, in the halls or on the buses.
Students may bring money to purchase water or other items in the cafeteria. Items purchased in the cafeteria MUST be consumed in the cafeteria.
(Parents bringing in fast food to eat with their child for lunch.)

17. 	FACULTY WORKROOM
No students are allowed in these areas for any reason.

18.	LUNCHROOM BEHAVIOR
Students are to practice good manners in the cafeteria.  Running, pushing, kicking, tripping, breaking in line, throwing food, tampering with other students’ food, popping milk cartons, loud talking, or other disruptive behaviors will not be tolerated and can lead to suspension.  Students should remain at their assigned table and not move from table to table.   Students are not to return to the serving/check out area after entering the dining hall without teacher permission.
Stealing items from the cafeteria food lines will result in Out of School Suspension, and restitution is expected.

19.	HALLWAY BEHAVIOR
1.	Students are escorted directly from one class to the next by an adult. 
2.	Keep to the right and in single file in passing through the halls.  Students should travel in the same direction.
3.	Students must carry a pass signed by a teacher when in the hall during class times.
4.	Hats, loud noises, and physical contact are not tolerated. Students should remain at Level 0 when traveling through the hallways. 
5.	Students must remain on the hallway assigned to their respective class.  


20.	PERSONAL VALUABLES
Do not bring large sums of money or valuable items to school.  Every effort will be made to teach honesty at KIS and protect your property, but the school will not be responsible for any lost or stolen items.  
Under Kannapolis City Schools policy, non-educational electronic devices should be left at home.  This includes cell phones, PSPs, iPods, game cartridges, and DSIs.   If these items are seen or heard, they will be confiscated.   

21.	MEDICATION
Aspirin for students is not available from the school office.  Prescription drugs will be dispensed through the office when brought from home with written directions and permission from parents/guardians.  An adult will always dispense medication and log it in each time. 

22.	MONIES, SCHOOL SUPPLIES
A. You are urged to bring correct money amounts for various needs (field trips, fines, fees, etc.)
B. Checks for lunch will not be cashed in the school office.

23.	GUM AND CANDY
Students should not bring gum or candy to school.   

24.	FIELD TRIPS / MERIT EVENTS
A. A student who has disciplinary infractions or OSS may be ineligible for merit event activities the remainder of the school year.
B. Refunds of field trip costs cannot be made once checks have been cut for trip expenses.
C. Each grade level/team may establish its own criteria for merit event participation.
D. A parent may be required to accompany his/her child on educational field trips if deemed necessary by administration.

26.	BUS TRANSPORTATION
Riding a bus is a privilege, not a right.  Students who ride a bus must demonstrate proper behavior or this privilege will be taken away, and the student will have to provide his/her own transportation to school.  Students are expected to abide by the following rules:

1.	Give the bus driver full cooperation.
2.	Conform to the time schedule of the bus.
3.	Ride only the bus to which you are assigned unless you have the Principal’s or Assistant Principal’s permission to ride another bus.  Getting off at a bus stop other than your own will result in the loss of bus riding privileges.
4.	No fighting pushing, or shoving, cursing, harassing, etc., on the bus or at the bus stop.
5.	Stay seated in your assigned seat except when loading/unloading.  No jumping seats.
6.	No horseplay including yelling, loud talking, singing, chanting, throwing objects, etc.
7.	Do not extend hands, arms, feet, and head out of the windows.
8.	Do not litter the bus.  Chewing gum, eating and drinking are not permitted on the bus.
9.	Do not damage the bus seats, etc.  Restitution will be required.
10.	Do not bring water on the bus in water pistols, balloons, bottles (plastic or glass), etc.
11.	Observe all school rules while on the bus.  If you break a school regulation while on the bus, you will be punished for disregarding the school rule, and you may also be suspended from riding the bus.
12.	Each of you will be assigned to a certain seat on the bus.   You must sit in that assigned seat in the mornings and the afternoons.
13.	Teachers will escort students to the bus lot. Get on the correct bus immediately after entering the bus parking lot in the afternoons. 
14.	Students who do not report to the buses immediately after school may be left at school, and parents will be responsible for picking up their child.            

27.                                                  DISCIPLINARY ACTION TO BE 
TAKEN WHEN STUDENTS MISBEHAVE ON THE BUSES

1st Offense:  Warning and notification of parents/guardians, or punishment deemed appropriate by the principal. Some first offenses may result in more severe consequences. 
2nd Offense:  Appropriate punishment, notification of parents/guardians, and possible removal from the bus for 3 or more days.
3rd Offense:  Appropriate punishment, notification of parents/guardians, and removal from the bus for 5 or more days.
4th Offense:  Appropriate punishment, notification of parent/guardians, removal from the bus for 10 days.  Notify parents that the next bus offense can result in bus suspension for the remainder of the school year.
5th Offense:  Semester or year removal from the bus. 
Consequences for fighting and extreme behavior problems will be the same as those listed previously under INAPPROPRIATE BEHAVIORS.

28.                                            BUS LOT BEHAVIOR GUIDELINES

In order to maintain a safe atmosphere on our bus lot, it is important that your child adhere to the following guidelines:

1.	Students will not run on the bus lot while moving to their bus to load or while waiting on their bus to arrive.
2. 	Students will not push, shove, fight, or attempt to cause any physical harm to another student on the bus lot.
3.	Students will respect adult monitors on the bus lot.
4.	Students will not throw rocks, footballs, baseballs, or other objects while waiting to board their bus.  
5.	Students should not consume food or drink on the bus or bus lot.
6.	Students will not re-enter the building for any reason without permission from an adult.

The above guidelines must be followed to maintain an orderly and safe atmosphere on our bus lot. The same consequences apply to the bus lot as misbehavior on the bus.

29.     	AFTER-SCHOOL ACTIVITIES (Rehearsals, talents shows, concerts, tutoring, clubs, etc.)  Inappropriate behavior at an after-school event will result in the appropriate punishment according to the consequences which govern student behavior during normal school hours.

POLICY ON “A” HONOR ROLL AND “A-B” HONOR ROLL

I.  Academic Grades:

A. To be on the “A” Honor Roll, a student must have all “A’s” in the academic subjects that are counted in relation to Honor Roll (math, science, language arts, social studies). 
B. To be on the “A-B” Honor Roll, a student must have “A’s” and “B’s” in the academic subjects that are counted in relation to Honor Roll (math, science, language arts, social studies).  

II. Participation:
A. To be eligible for the “A” Honor Roll, a student must have an “E” or “S” on all subjects, including Encore classes and PE/Health.
B. To be eligible for the “A-B” Honor Roll, a student must have and “E” or “S” on all subjects, including Encore classes and PE/Health.
C. If a student makes a “U” on conduct in any subject, HE/SHE CANNOT BE ON EITHER HONOR ROLL.

Kannapolis Intermediate Standard Code of Dress

Tops for 5TH GRADE:      navy blue, burgundy    
Tops for 6TH GRADE:      light blue, hunter green 
Bottoms for both grades:  black, navy blue and khaki  

Shirts and Blouses - Collared shirts with no emblem, turtlenecks, and oxford-type shirts; tops must be one solid color and tucked in around the waist at all times.  

Bottom Wear- 
Boys may wear shorts or pants.  Girls may wear shorts, pants, skirts, or jumpers.  “Cargo” or carpenter pants, sweatpants, denim jeans, skinny jeans, tight-fitting bottoms, and bottom wear with more than one color are not allowed.  The length of shorts and skirts may be no shorter than 3 inches above the knee. Pants with holes, logos, decorative embroidery or appliqués, frays or patches are not allowed.  

Belts - Belts are required for pants with belt loops.  Loops may not be removed. Belt buckles may not be larger than 2 inches, and belts and buckles must not be representative of inappropriate symbolism.  

Sweaters, Sweatshirts, and Undershirts
Sweaters, sweatshirts, and visible undershirts must be white, gray, black, or one of the uniform colors specific to the student’s grade level.  Sweatshirts may not have “kangaroo” pockets. NO logos are to be displayed other than a block “K” of up to 2 inches.  Sweatshirts should have banded waists and not be oversized.  School sweatshirts are available for purchase.

Jackets
Jackets may not be baggy or oversized and may not be worn in class unless the student’s teacher approves.  “Hoodies” are not to be worn in the building at any time and should be stored in the student’s locker until recess or dismissal.  

Shoes
Shoes may not have open toes or open heels, and they must be tied or properly fastened (Velcro straps in place) at all times.  No flip-flops.  Heels should not exceed 1 inch in height.  Athletic shoes are recommended for our students as each day either has recess activities or PE class during the week.

Headwear
Headwear – including bandanas, do-rags, headbands, scarves, hats and combs – may not be worn on campus.  However, on cold days, it is acceptable for students to wear hats as they arrive at school, leave in the afternoons, or play outside at recess.

Body Piercings / Hair
Body piercings other than the ear are not allowed.  Body art should not be displayed.  Hair must be of a naturally occurring color.  Brightly colored hair pieces should not be worn to school.
No inappropriate symbols, wording, or initials should be cut into one’s hair nor should eyebrows be notched or cut into designs. 

Jewelry /Wristbands
Wearing expensive jewelry is discouraged.  Earrings should not be oversized for safety reasons – no more than1-inch diameter in size.
“Silly Bands”, colored gel bands, and bands with messages or writing are not allowed.
Long necklaces, over-sized charms, chains or beads are not allowed for safety reasons.
Accessories should not distract from the learning environment nor cause safety problems.

Leggings / Long Socks
Girls may wear leggings or long socks with skirts or jumpers.  Leggings should be one of the following solid colors; gray, white, or black.  Skirts and jumpers should still be no shorter than 3 inches above the knee even when leggings are worn.

5451.1 Acceptable Use – Use of the Internet must be in support of education, research and be consistent with the educational objectives and business of the Kannapolis City Schools. Transmission of any material in violation of any law or regulation, including any Board policy, is prohibited. Use of the Internet for commercial activities, political lobbying, personal shopping, viewing social networking sites for personal reasons during the workday, web surfing, and gaming is prohibited. 

5451.2 Restricted Material – Users shall not intentionally access or download any text file, picture (including video), graphic, or sound clip or engage in any conference, that includes material which is obscene, libelous, indecent, vulgar, profane, or lewd, or which advertises any product or service not permitted to minors by law. 
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 Parents will be notified at the beginning of each school year that the school system will compile directory information relating to a student and may publish such information. The directory will include the following: the student’s name, address, parents’ / guardians’ names, date and place of birth, major field of study, photograph, participation in officially recognized activities and sports, weight and height of members of athletic teams, dates of attendance, degrees and awards received, and the most recent previous educational agency or institution attended by the student. A parent / guardian may notify the school system that any or all of this directory information should not be released without the parent’s / guardian’s consent. This notification must be in written form and received in the Superintendent’s office within ten (10) days of the receipt of the school’s statement concerning the procedure for the directory. 
Designating certain information as directory information does not necessarily mean that the school system must release that information in all circumstances; the school system generally can choose to release or not to release directory information.
